Working 
with Marcia Abner, Growth Corp Vice President, he procured a 504 Loan to �inance 
the construction of a new 9,000 square foot facility. The new studio provides a beauti-
ful backdrop for Farmer’s unique photography and is more accommodating to his 
expanding clientele. “The 504 allowed us to �inance our project at a very low rate, 
which facilitated the expansion of our business and marketing efforts.” Farmer had a 
good experience with the 504 Loan Program and noted, “Growth Corp’s staff is very 
detailed and quick to answer my concerns”.
